DAVID QUINN (1753X837) 

David Quinn was tonn X Cantenei County c. 1753, He was my gnea i , gnea i , 
gnnat , gnnai , gnandfaihen.. 

Duning t h e Re.vo-tuiIonany Uan. David was dnxified i n t o t h e mi t i iXa X Duptin County, 
Nonth Canotina, and senved unden Qenenat L i l l i n g t o n fon thnee. months u n t i l 
d lschanged i n New Hanoven County, He sutsequentzly s u t s t i i u i y d fon Lezwis Banf in td 
i n the. Nonth Canot ina C o n t i n e n t a l Anmy on t h e 17th of flay, 1781. 

Toun months t a t e n , on Septemten 8, 1781, a t Eutaw Spnings X South Canotina, David, 
a 28 yean o td p n i v a i e , was wounded i n i h e h i p a s he and h i s f e l l ow sotxLiens 
atztacked t h e B n i i l s h fonce encamped t h e n e . He had annived t h e day t e fone , a long 
wi th 100 C o n t i n e n t a l s unden fla j on Reading Btouni , t o J o i n Qenenat Qneene. X 
Qneene's campaign t o dn lve the. BnXtish t a c k t o Chantnston, 

The t a t t l e a i Euiaio Spnings was the. c o s t l i e s t fought t y t h e Nonth Canot ina 
C o n t i n e n t a l Anmy, t u i i i . e f f e c t i v e l y ended the. Amenican Revotui ionany Uan i n i h e 
South, 

David was s e n t t o t h e hospiztal a t Camden, South Canot ina, t o necoven fnom h i s 
wound. He ne jo ined Qenenat Qneene and e v e n t u a l l y sepena ied fnom senv i ce i n 
Wilmington, Nonth Canot ina, on t h e 1 s t of June, 1782, having senved h i s lenm 
of 12 months. 

Afien h i s senvice. i n the. Rzevotuiionany Uan, David neizunned t o Duptin County neon 
what X now t h e town of f lagnotla. Thene he mannied Esthen UiHIams , daughten 
of John Will iams and Pnisc lz l ta Bannns of Duptin County. David and Esthen wene 
mannied flanch 17, 1786, when Esthen was 22 yeans of age and David was 33. 

I n t h e yean fo l lowing t h e i n manniage, Esthen pnesenied David wi th t h e f i n s t of 
t h e i n e v e n t u a l e i g h t ch i ldnen . She was Nancy Ann. Soon t o fo l low wene Sana, 
Caihenuie. ' C a i e y ' ' k i i i z y ' , flany ' P o l l y ' ' , Jjomes It/., Tnanxzes "Tanny", El izatezth 
" B e t s y ' , and Eleanon. ' E l e n d e n ' ' N e l l i e ' . 

Duning h i s l i f e t i m e , David accumulaled some 800 acnes of pn.openty i n Duptin County. 
Inc luded i n t h e s e acnes wene 150 t o u g h i fnom Auston Beestny i n 1795 fon the. sum 
of "'.. one hundned f i f t y pounds good and l awfu l money of s a i d S t a l e (Nonth 
C a n o t i n a ) . . " . Also i n c l u d e d wene. 350 acney on t h e C a t t l n Bnanch and t h e sou th 
s i d e of flaxwell Swamp gnanted t o David Quinn t y t h e s t a t e , of Nonth Canot ina on 
August 29, 1799 unden Land Qnani No. 1623, A d d i i l o n a l l y i n c l u d e d wene 124 acnes 
t o u g h i fnom John flaihews ( f l a ih i s ) i n 1814 fon $77.40. 

I n a d d i t i o n t o acqu ln lng t a n d David a l i o acaulned s t a v e s t o wonk t h e t a n d which 
was i h e custom of t h e day. One of t h e s e s t a v e s was a young 15 yean o td t oy named 
Nathan t o u g h i fon ' . . , thnee. hundned and f l f i y Spanish m i l l d o t l a n s . . . " fnom

h i s t no then - in - t aw , E s t h e n ' s Lnothen, J e s s e Uillixuns i n 1803. J e s s e Ui l l ixms 
had nnczeived Nathan as p a n t of h i s t o t e f a i h e n ' s e s t a t e . . 

David and Esthen. foamed t h e i n t a n d and no i sed t h e i n ch i ldnen p e a c e f u l l y X Duptin 
County as t hey gnew o td toge ihen and pnospened. 

As David appnoached t h e end of h i s L i f e , he made annangemenis fon i h e welfane. 
of h i s fami ly afzten h i s dea ih . On Septemten. 22, 1819, when h i s only son, Jamzes, 
was 22 yeans o td , David gave t o him 322 acnes of h i s , t y now, l a n g e p l a n t a t i o n . 
The t a n d was given t o h i s son X cons idena t lon ", . . of t h e t enden t o v e and 
a f f e c t i o n which i h e s a i d David Quinn h a t h and do th t e a n towands h i s son, James 
Quinn , . . " . The. one q u a l l f l e n aizLached t o i h e g i f t was t h a i i h e t a n d was n o t 
t o te. inansfenned u n t i l Dav id ' s dea ih , David was 66 yeans o td when tie gave t h e 
pnopenty t o James. 

LazLen, the. n^malnden of Dav id ' s l a n d s , i n c l u d i n g the. monon p l a n t a t i o n , wene d i v i d e d 
t y deed t o t h e n n s t of h i s c h i l d n e n ; Nancy, Caihenine., P o t t y , Tanny, EJXzaJLezth 
and N e l l i e . Sana was n o t mentioned i n t h e deed and X assumed t o have d i e d Hefone 
David d i v i d e d t h e pnopenty. This deed a l s o imposed a nnqulnement t h a t i h e 
ownenship of t h e t a n d would n o t pa s s t o h i s adughtens u n t i l afizen h i s and h i s 
w i f e ' s d e a t h s , 

Shoni ly a f i e n t h e Uni ted S t a t e s Congness passed i h e a c t of 1832 a u i h o n l z i n g 
pens ions t o t h o s e cizt izens who had fough t X t h e Revotut lonany Uan, David appeaned 
t e f o n e Stephen Qnaham, U l t l i a m K. flonk and Qi t son Stoan a i the. Duptin Count of 
Plexis and Quanzten Sess ion t o apply fon t h e s e t e n e f i t s a s a s o t d i e n of t o t h t h e 
m i l i t i a and C o n t i n e n t a l Anmy. The Ctenk of t h e Count of Ptezas and Quanten Sess ion , 
James P e a n s a l t , cenztlfied t h e a p p l i c a t i o n on NovemJLen 26, 1832. Aften s e v e n a l 
connespondences David was awanded a pens ion of $50 pen yean p t u s payment i n anneons 
of $125 on Tetnuany 5, 1834, He was 81 yeans o td when t h e pens ion was awanded. 

On J u l y 7, 1838 t h e U.S. Congness pas sed an addizt lonal a d which a l lowed fon. 
pens ions t o te . p a i d t o widows of Revotut lonany Uan. ve t enans . David had d i e d the. 
yean tzefone on TeJLnuony 11, 1837 and h i s wife , Esthen, a p p l i e d fon t h e widow's 
t e n e f i i a f t e n t h e a c t tecame tow, Esthen was 74 yeans o td and inf lnm. Thomas 
Stanfond, a Ju s t i ce , of t h e Peace, appeaned t e fonn t h e count on hen t e h a l f , James 
Dickson, Clenk of t h e Count of Duptin County, c e n t i f l e d t h e a p p l i c a t i o n on flanch 
27, 1840. Esthen was accondingty awanded a pens ion of $50 pen yean and payment 
X annnans of $152.84 on June 4, 1840, 

Afzten Dav id ' s dea ih I n 1837, a peztiztlon neques t i ng the. d i v i s i o n of h i s s t a v e s 
was pnesen ted t o t h e Duptin Count t y Dav id ' s f ami ly . L in ton S h e f f i e l d , Samuel 
Stanfond, and Thomas B. Heath wene appoin ted commisslonens t o d i v i d e t h e negnoes 
among t h e p e t e i i o n e m . Among t h e s t a v e s was Nathan, now valued a i $500, who was 
a l lo tz ted t o f l ichael Boyeite. who had mannied David ' s daughzten Nancy. A s t a v e named 
Qeonge, va lued a i $700, was a l t o t i e d t o Dav id ' s widow Esthen.
