GENEALOGICAL TIPS:

The N.C. State Legistatune enacted the Homestead Exemption Act in 1865 (Anticte 10
of the 1868 Comstitution. This act prevented the fonced sale of homes, it allowed the
ownen to netain the homesite & such buildings not to exceed $71,000 in value, this
applied to homesteads within the corporate Limit of a vitlage, fown on city as well
as in the country. This act also allowed a person to netain $500 worth of personal
propenty. These exemptions are generally §iled in books fLabeled Homesiead Exemplions.

When estate paperns show that many people owed money to a deceased man you might
want to check out the possiblility that the man had operated a stonre on business
such as a miLl on a blacksmith shop.
