Frances Bustin was descended from Christopher Bustin, one of
the earliest settlers of North Carolina. (She was his grandaugh-
ter), He, Chrastopher, is mentioned on page 305, volume 1st.,
of North Carolina Genealogical and Historical Register, as prov-
ing his rights as a settler, with a party of seventeen others,
This was 1n 1701, Edenton, Albemarle County, North Carolina.

Frances had a brother, Christopher Bustin, II, who mar-
ried her sister-in-law, Martha Williams.

Frances Bustin married twice. Her first husband was Joel
Slatter, of Albermarle, N.C., whom she married about 1758.
He died, leaving his widow with three little sons, Solomon,
John and William.

Frances Bustin Slatter married again in 1767, Maj. John
Williams, of Halifax County, N.C. They had eight children.
They all grew to be grown and married, one son and seven dau-
ghters, who were afterwards known as the famous ""Seven Wil-
liams Sisters'.

Martha Williams, dau. of Major John Williams, born 1778,
married her cousin, Noel Pitts, They both died 1n North Caro-~
lina, leaving six children.
