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Preface

The Welsh name of Williams i1s well represented in both Onslow and Duplin Counties,
North Carolina as well as throughout the United States. This work begins with John
Williams of Onslow County and his descendants who lived in Duplin County after his
death in 1792.

The early land deeds of Onslow County, North Carolina establish that John Williams lived
in the Back Swamp or Nine Mile area of the County. Deed Book M, page 27 records that
John Lester sold to John Williams for 6 pounds, 300 acres on both sides of Black (Back)
Swamp 1n the fork at the mouth of the log or Seven Mile Swamp.

John Williams’ father was most likely Stephen Williams. Stephen’s will was written in
January 1788 and proved in July of the same year. (NC State Archives). He names his
wife Martha and children Stephen, Daniel, Elizabeth, John, Hezekiah, Hosea, Paul.
Samuel, Patience, Nathan, and Peninah. To John he leaves land in Duplin County. To
Daniel he leaves one hundred acres on the West side of Back Swamp deeded by Hopkins
Wilder. There could have been other children as the will is torn, parts are illegible, and
some parts are missing. As indicated by the Will, Stephen Williams, lived in the same
general area where his son John bought land from John Lester. It also indicates that he
owned land in Duplin County which he left to his son John, and may be the reason for
some of his family living in Duplin County after his death.

John Williams married Cloe Wilder. This is proved by Duplin County, NC Deed Book
1A, page 439 dated 11 Aug 1787. “John Williams and Cloe Williams, his wife, to Amos
Johnson, all of Duplin County, 100 acres for 150 pounds current money of Carolina. Land
on the Northeast prong of the Cape Fear (River) including the plantation whereon Robert
Hoods formerly lived, became the property of Ruth Hooks and Susanna Hooks which said
land by several conveyances became the property of said Williams”. Interestingly, this
deed indicates that John and his wife were living in Duplin County before his father Steven
died in 1788.

Cloe Wilders father was Hopkins Wilder as proved by Hopkins Wilders will which he
made on 8 April 1782 and was probated after his death in 1792. He names his children as
Jonathan Wilder, Joel Wilder, Jesse Wilder, Jeremiah Wilder, Keziah Brown, Mary Ann
Crocker, Lety Whaley and Cloe Williams. The original will in the North Carolina State
Archives 1s faded and almost impossibie to read. The words preceeding the naming of Lety
Whaley and Cloe Williams cannot be read, and it is not possible to determine if he is
naming them as daughters. However, no other reason is given for their sharing in the will.
A supporting factor for Cloe being a daughter of Hopkins Wilder is that she named a son
Hopkins Williams.



John Williams wrote his Will in Onlsow County, NC 1n March 1792 and it was proved in
July of the same year. He must have died a relatively young man for he died four years
after his father Stephen. Also the text of John’s Will indicates that his children were
young as he “bequeaths unto Clowey, my dearly beloved wife, all my estate of goods and
chattels .. for her support and the support of all my children hereafter mentioned, that is
to say Sereney Williams, Stephen Williams, Darkis Williams, Sarah Williams, Dolley
Williams, Richard Williams and Hopkins Williams, and for my wife to raise the above
children on, and to pay my just debts out of my estate”. Research for this book indicates
their ages were probably two to twenty.

As shown above, John’s Will was written and proved in Onslow County. His widow Cloe
and son Stephen were living in Duplin County in 1804 as proved by Duplin County Deed
Book P, page 7 dated 10 January 1804 “Stephen Williams, Duplin Co, NC to his mother
Cloe Williams for natural love and affection, 100 acres during her natural hife. Land lying
on the West side of the Northeast River a little way from the Indian graves, beginning at
two pines, Wm. Pickett’s comner”.

This book documents the known descendants of two of John Williams and Cloe Wilders
sons, Stephen (Decatur) Williams and Hopkins Williams. Records of the other chiidren
mentioned in the Will are sketchy at best, or have not been located.

The data for this book was obtained from county land records, wills, estate
administrations, census records, marriage records, family bibles, and numerous individuals.
While I have made every effort to ensure accuracy errors are, no doubt, present. Please
let me know of any error and I will make corrections to any future publication.

How to use the Book

The book 1s printed in the Standard Register Format. It uses a numbering system where
the first person i1s number one, and the children are numbers two, three, four and so on.
Each person 1s given a number if they have children. If a person does not have children,
they are not assigned a number and all available information i1s printed after their name.

To see more information about a person who is listed as a child, look for the same number
in the next generation. To see who a person’s parents are, look for the same number in
the previous generation. The names are printed one generation at a time.

The following example from page 117 will clarify how you descend from John Williams
and Cloe Wilder.

403. Durwood McCoy Williams (158.Daniel’, 57 Justus®, 17 Jacob’,
4 Hopkins’, 1 John') born 17 Jan 1929, Duplin Co, NC, married 27 Sep
1947, in Dillon, SC, Anme Kate "Peggy"” Jones, born 15 Jul 1930, Duplin
Co, NC, (daughter of Zackie James Jones and Kitsey Elizabeth Mercer).

The example shows that Durwood McCoy Williams descends from John Williams through
his father Daniel, assigned number 158, Justus, his grandfather, assigned number 57,
Jacob, his great grandfather, assigned number 17, Hopkins, his great great grandfather,
assigned number 4, and finally to John, his great great great grandfather, assigned number
1.

The generations are also calculated in the above example. Durwood McCoy William’s
father Damel 1s the fifth generation, Justus the fourth generation, Jacob the third
generation, Hopkins the second generation and John the first generation. Durwood
McCoy Williams 1s a sixth generation descendant of John Williams.

7 Nov 1768, Onslow Co, NC DB H, page 69. William Williams for 20 pounds sells 160
acres, part of land granted to him in 1764 on Back Swamp across Margrit's Branch to
George Powders. Tests: W. Shackleford, Jno. Wilhams. Registered Nov., 7, 1768.

4 Oct 1770, Onslow Co, NC DB 1, page 30. Stephen Williams to Hopkin Wilder for 5
pounds 300 acres on both sides of Black (Back) Swamp joining Jenning's corner. Tests:
Arthur Aventt, Hardy Gregory.

5 Jan 1780, Onslow Co, NC DB M, page 27. John Lester to John Williams for 6 pounds 10
shillings, 8 pence, 100 acres on Nine Mile Swamp in the fork at the mouth of the Logg or
Seven Mile Swamp. Tests: James Lester.

11 Aug 1787. Duplin County, NC, DB 1A, page 439. John Williams & Cloe Williams his
wife to Amos Johnston, all of Duplin Co. for 150 pds. current money of Carolina, 100 acres
on the northeast prong of the Cape Fear including the plantation whereon Robert Hooks
formerly lived, became the property of Ruth Hooks & Susanna Hooks, which said land by
several conveyances became the property of said Williams, beginning at a large red oak at
the last station or corner of the original patent, the dividing line between William Pickett &
Murray. Wit: Job Thigpen, William Farrior, John Farrior. Oct. Court, 1787.

5 Nov 1787, NC Land Grant #982. John Williams 600 acres in Duplin County, NC, East
side of the North East River, North side of Limestone Creek, on the heads of Gum Branch
and on the head of a branch of Panther. Joins Fredrick Smith and James Williams's line,
crosses Mirey Brancy and joins his own line. Duplin Co, DB B, page 176.

31 March 1792, Will of John Williams, Onslow Co, NC (NC State Archives, Raleigh, NC)
(The will has been edited for clarity. See the copy in the NC State Archives for the original
language and spelling.) In the name of God, Amen. I John Williams of Onslow County and
State of North Carolina being sick and weak in body, but of perfect mind and memory,
thanks be given unto God. Therefore, calling to mind the frailty of nature and knowing that
it is appointed for all men to die, do make and ordain this my Last Will and Testament in
manner and form following. As taking what God has blessed me with in this transitory life,
I give and dispose of as foliows.

First of all I give and bequeath unto Clowey, my dearly beloved wife, all my estate of
goods and chattels for as they are hereafter mentioned.

First, for her support and secondly for the support of all my children hereafter mentioned,
that is to say Sereney Williams, and Stephen Williams and Darkis Williams and Sarah
Williams and Dolley Williams and Richard Williams and Hopkin Williams and for my wife to
raise the above children on, and to pay my just debts out of my estate. Revoking all former
Wills by me made, ratifying this and no other to be my Last Will and Testament. And lastly
I do nominate, constitute and appoint my well beloved wife Clowey Williams my sole
executrix of this will. In witness whereof the said John Williams hereunto set his hand and
seal in presence of us: William Humphrey, Henry Poo .

The wathin mentioned will of John Williams was proved in open Court by the oath of
William Humphrey one of the subscribing witnesses thereto and Cloe Williams the Executnx
therein named appears before the Court and was duly qualified by taking the oath of an
Executor.

Cloe's father was Hopkins Wilder who came to Onslow County from Johnston County in
1770. Details of the Wilder family are contained in the Onslow County, NC Heritage Book,

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page 462. This reference however does not include Cloe who is mentioned in the original
copy of Hopkins Wilders Will in the North Carolina State Archives. Hopkins Wilder made
his will in Onslow County, NC, on April 8th 1782 and it was probated in 1792. He histed his
children as Joel Wilder, Jonathan Wilder, Keziah Brown, Jesse Wilder, Jeremiah Wilder and
Mary Ann Crocker, Lety Whaley and Cloe Williams. Cloe Wilder and her husband John
Williams named a son Hopkins Williams and their son Stephen Williams named a son
Jonathan Wilder Williams.

Duplin Co, NC DB P, page 7. 10 Jan 1804 Stephen Williams of Duplin Co, NC to his
mother Cloe Williams, for natural love and affection, 100 acres during her natural life. Land
lying on the west side of the North East River a little way from the Indian Graves, beginning
at two pines, Wm. Picketts corner, thence his line north 75 west 160 poles to a pine, thence
near to lower pocosin south 15 west 190 poles to a pine on Blakes or Bakers line, thence his
line nearly south 75 east 60 poles to a juniper, thence nearly north 42 east 21 (torn off)
poles to the first station, which land I do give unto the said Cloe Williams during her natural
life and no longer. Signed: Stephen Williams in the presence of John Waller and Nathan
Waller. January 1804 Court. Proved in open court by the oath of Nathan Waller and
registered.

Martha: Martha was the first cousin of Mary Southerland, first wife of Stephen Decatur
Willhams Sr. Some Williams family researchers claim that Martha was the mother of
Stephen Decatur Williams Jr. born 10 Sep 1822.

I Hopkin Williams of the County of Duplin and State of North Carolina, being of sound
mind and memory, but considering the uncertainty of my earthly existence, do make and
declare this to be my Last Will and Testament in manner and form following. That is to say:

First, that my administrator shall pay all my just debts however and to whomsoever owing
out of the money that may first come into his hands as a part or parcel of my estate.

Item. My will and desire is that the committee in laying off my wife’s years allowance for
herself and family to consider her daughter and granddaughter Kitty E. Rouse that should
remain single and remain with her as part of her family and the allowance be laid off
accordingly.

Item. 1 give and bequeath to daughters Rebeca and Hulda Williams each one bed, bedstead
and fumiture and to each of them one cow and calf, and one hundred and fifty dollars to
each of them. Also to my son Jacob Williams one hundred and fifty dollars to be paid by my
administrator out of money arising from my estate to them their heirs and forever.

Item. 1 give and bequeath to my grandson James Brantley Bishop one hundred dollars
provided he remains until he is twenty one or the death of his grandmother.

Item. My will and desire is that all the perishable property, after taking out the portions
disposed of in a former item and such portion as may be given as a part of my wife’s years
allowance to be sold and the debts owing to me collected and after the payment of debts
expenses and legacies, the balance of my estate to be equally divided between all my
daughters so to be paid to them and heirs of them their children in equal proportions, share
and share alike, to them and each of them absolutely, forever in testimony whereof 1 the said
Hopkin Williams do here unto set my hand and seal this the 25th day of September AD
1856. Signed sealed and published and declared by the said Hopkin Williams to be his Last

A paper writing purporting to be the Last Will and Testament of Hopkin Wilhams, deceased,
1s propounded in open court for probate and the due execution thereof is duly proved by the
oaths and examinations of James Hall and George Wilson, the subscribing witnesses
thereto, who declare on their oaths that the said paper writing was executed in their
presence by the said Hopkin Williams and so declared by them to be the Last Will and
Testament. It is therefore considered by the Court that the said paper writing and every part
thereof (except the words "I have become disgusted with the above will") written just above
the signature of the said Hopkin Williams, which said witnesses declare has been there
written since the execution of said paper wrniting in their presence, 1s the Last Will and
Testament of the said Hopkin Williams, deceased, and the same is ordered to be recorded
and filed. A one dollar stamp United States Revenue being affixed to the probate and
canceled, and thereupon Bryant Kennedy is duly appointed administrator to said Hopkin
Williams with the Will annexed and entered into bond in the sum of three thousand dollars
with James Cavanaugh and Thomas Grissom as sureties and duly qualified in open court.

Pearsall and Zachariah Smith, who being sworn and
impaneled to try the aforesaid issue of Deoisavit Vel Non find all issues in favor of the
petitioners the caveators and say that no part of the said paper writing is or contains any part
of the Last Will and Testament of Hopkin Williams, deceased. It is therefore considered by

the Court that the said paper writing is not and does not contain any part of the Last Will
and Testament of the said Hopkin Williams, deceased, and that the probate and record of the
same be canceled, and it 1s further ordered that the administration with the Will annexed be
set aside, and further ordered that Bryant Kennedy be appointed administrator to the estate
of Hopkin Williams, deceased, upon his entering into bond in the sum of twenty five hundred
dollars with Lorenzo Jackson and Thomas Hall as sureties. Said bond is executed in open
court by the said parties and thereupon the said Bryant Kennedy duly qualifies as
admunistrator of Hopkin Williams, deceased, by taking the oath required by law. Ordered
that letters be issued.

Listed in the 1860 census, Duplin Co, NC family 164. Hopkin age 71 Farmer with real
property valued at $2500 and personal property $850, (born Onslow Co, NC), Amanda M
age 40, Robert H. Bishop age 14, David B Bishop 10. (Grandsons of Hopkins, the children
of Sarah Williams and Willis Bishop). Note: Elizabeth, first wife of Hopkins 1s not listed and
apparently died between 1850 and 1859. Amanda M. was Hopkins' second wife. Her
maiden name is not known, however the census states she born in New Hanover Co, NC.
Hopkins and Amanda's marriage was recorded in the Wilmington Journal dated 28 October
1859 "Marmned in Duplin County, 10th, HopkinsWilliams to Mrs. Amanda Bishop."

17 July 1809 Thomas Routledge to Hopkins Williams both of Duplin Co, NC, 200 acres for
$100. South side of Persimmon Branch, beginning on the swamp, Rutherfords comer, down
the swamp to Whitmans old line. Land was patented by Thomas Routledge Sr., 28 August
1795 and willed to Thomas Routledge. Signed by Thomas Routledge in presence of Phil
Southerland and Hillery Bishop. Registered July term 1809. Duplin Co, NC WB 4A, page
16.

18 February 1826 John Pickett to Hopkins Williams both of Duplin Co, NC, 100 acres for
$250. Beginning west side of North East River below James Picketts landing, now called
Chinquapin Bridge, near the mouth of the long fish pond. Runs to Daniel Murrarys corner
and crosses the river to a place called the Bees nest comer. Signed John Pickett. Wit:

Jonathan W. Williams was a merchant in Hallsville, Duplin County, NC. As noted in the
1860 census his real and personal property was valued at $7250.00, a considerable amount
for the time period just before the Civil War. If you compare this worth with that listed in
the 1870 census of $385.00, it 1s apparent that he must have lost most of his wealth during
the war years. One would assume that outstanding debts to those he extended credit is
probably the reason for the drop in wealth, and likely the reason he was declared bankrupt
by the court in 1868. Jonathan died three years later at age 56. The death of his first wife in
1856, remarniage i 1859, the war years of 1861 to 1865 and bankruptcy in 1868 were,
without doubt, contnbuting factors in his death at a relatively early age.

- Editors note: One can reflect on the difficult circumstances Martha found herself faced with
after the death of her husband Jacob. The worry of raising her family while he served in the
war, the torment of his being wounded and his physical condition when he came home from
the war in November 1862. Their last child Samuel was born in September 1864, two years
after he was wounded and his return. Then Jacob died in 1865 as a result of his war wound
leaving her at age 34 with her baby Samuel just one year old, Justus was nine, Florence six,
and Thomas 5. Thomas must have been born just after the 1860 census was taken for he 1s
10 years old in the 1870 census. He apparently died before 1880 for he is not listed in that
census, and no further records of him have been found. The next year after Jacob died his
father Hopkins died after a short marriage to his second wife Amanda. Hopkins had not
changed his will written in 1856 to reflect his second marriage for Amanda contested the will
as well as some of Hopkins children. The end result being that the will was determined not
valid and an administrator was appointed to settle his estate.

Martha faced tough times like many families after the Civil War. When her last child George
Edward (Ned) was bomn in October 1874, nine years after Jacob's death you can imagine
that her situation was further complicated with her family and neighbors. 1 hope Martha
reflected on these passages from the Bible and found comfort in the words of Jesus in John
8:3-11.

John 8:3 The teachers of the law and the Pharisees brought in a woman caught in adultery.

They made her stand before the group 8:4 and said to Jesus, "Teacher, this woman was
caught in the act of adultery. 8:5 In the Law Moses commanded us to stone such women.

Now what do you say?" 8:6 They were using this question as a trap, in order to have a
basis for accusing him.
